Dear Friends,

I am happy to announce Asiatopia 2000-International Performance Art Festival in Bangkok. This year we put an INTERNATIONAL in this year festival, however, Asiatopia 2000 still focuses on Asian performance art. From Asia there will be artists from Japan, Philippines, China, Indonesia, Hong Kong, Malaysia, Singapore, Vietnam, Kazakhstan, and Thailand. However, there are also artists from outside Asia, they are from Canada, England, Germany, and Spain.

The festival is on Friday 17 - Sunday 19 November 2000, at a new small community park on Pra Athit Road, near famous Khaosan road of Banglumpoo district, Bangkok. 

The park is situated on the bank of Chao Praya River, and open to the street without fence around it, which allow people to come in and out of the park freely all day and nigth. The park is a historical site with the remained of an old city fortress and a major city moat. The moat now is a canal, where commuter long boat can take people to outer area of Bangkok via the back of the city. The community around the park was once a district of royal court artists and musicians. The spirit of the old community still continue, with additional of the today bohemian hang out pubs and eating places, gallery restaurant & bars, sometimes poetry reading and street art event. Banglumpoo has been known as old Bangkok downtown, where people can shop for cheap clothes, traditional Thai foods and sweets, famoused old and small department store, etc.

Moreover, there are two international art events organized at about the same time: ‘ Japanese-Thai Performance Art Exchange’ jointly organized by Bangkok Arts and Cultural Foundation, Contemporary Arts and Culture Foundation of Nakorn Rajasima, and Asiatopia with the sponsorship of Tourism Organization of Thailand. The exchange is a pararel performance art event to Asiatopia 2000, proposed to bring performance art festival to other provinces outside Bangkok.  The exchange will travel to Nakorn Rajasima (Korat) – Northeastern, and Chiangmai – Northern, after joining with Asiatopia in Bangkok. 

‘An International Sex Workers Seminar in Asiat & Pacific; Focuses on Cultural and Art’, organized by EMPOWER Foundation with cooperation with Asia & Pacific Sex Workers Net Work. The seminar focuses on arts and cultural activities of sex workers around the world. Some art works will be shown in galleries around town, traditional sex work performances will be held in bars, and some performance artists from this seminar will be joined with Asiatopia.
