This is a quick announcement for date change of Asiatopia 2000. We move one week up to 17-19 November, which means you may need to arrive Bangkok on 14 November or 15 Nov as the latest. This is due to our major national lantern festival on 26 Nov., when thousands of Bangkok people will invade our park with fire crackers and to float there lantern on the river.
For Japanese-Thai performance art exchange program, date maintain the same but we would like to ask the program to start in Bangkok, at the same time as Asiatopia. Then after 19 Nov. Japanese-Thai program will go to Korat and ended in Chiangmai on the week end of beautiful lantern festival. The program in Chiangmai will not be effected by the festival as it runs in gallery venue, and will finish early enough for eveyone to join the local lantern floating. Lantern Floating festival is originated in Chiangmai, and the way they celebrate is much quieter than Bangkok.
