Asiatopia 2000 is a third annual international performance art festival in Bangkok, focuses on Asian artists, supported by Bangkok Metropolitan Administration. The festival will be held at Santi Chaiprakarn Community Park on Pra Atit Road, Banglumpoo district of the old city of Bangkok, on Fri 17-Sun 19 November.

The Park is open to the street and situated on the Chao Praya river bank. This area is known as artist and writers hub, as well as many independent young tourists (the famous Khao San Road). Every year during this time the Bangkok Metropolitan would organize street fair on weekends in this area. Asiatopia2000 will be probably the first festival hold in this street this year.

The organizer of Asiatopia 2000, is looking for an all (two) days inter-active event, where artists can choose their time and space to perform in public and environment. There will be no set stage, but artists is free to select their own space and time to work. Many performances can happen in one time, and some artists may want to try to work in collaboration with each others. 

The indoor space of the festival is at Baan Chao Praya, next door from the park on the west. The indoor performances will be held at the nighttime, for art works which suitable for gallery setting.

About the artists: 

The festival is not aimed only to bring world famous artists, but also would like to create dialogue between international artists and artists community in Thailand. We also wish to encourage more development to an arts and cultural city of contemporary Bangkok.

So, this year the festival brings 33 artists from 14 countries; Canada, China, England, Germany, Hong Kong, Japan, Indonesia, Kazhakstan, Malaysia, Philippines, Singapore, Spain, Vietnam and Thailand. 


These includes Boris Nieslony, a founder of the famous Black Market movement, which has been actively organized performance event in Europe for more than 10 years. Boris also a founder of ASA-Artists Service Assiciation, which provide website archive of international performance art. He is considered one of the front line artist in performance art movement in Europe.


Inge Broska, an executive director of Fauren Museum, the famous women museum in Bonn, Germany. She has created an important link between artistic world and women movement in Germany. 


Richard Martel of Inter Le Lieu from Quebec city, for more than 15 years that he has been active organized international performance conference and publish an ‘Inter’ magazine for international performance art.


Kanat Ibragimov, from Kazakstan, a performance artist who  travel extensively in Europe and also organize performance festival in Kazakstan.


Kwok Mang Ho, received a life time achievement for his active role in avant garde movement in Hong Kong.


Kuroda Osamu, who is become 70 by the time of Asiatopia2000, the most senior artist in this festival. He background with daily workers and beggar movement during the 50s, as well as his association with anti-war-anarchist movement during the WWII, make his work a powerful and encouraging at the sametime.


Yuan Mor’O Ocaampo, a secretary general of PAA-Philippines Artists Association, who is also a director of PIPAF-Philippines International Performance Art.


Julianna Yasin, a young energetic artists, art lecturer, curator, organizer, from Singapore. Her works is provocative and interactive with normal people and surrounding. Sometimes brings question about is this art? And/or what is art? She draws a very thin line between real life and her art activities.


Gillion Dyson, a program director of a welknown media art festival in Europe, Hull Time Based Art, in England.


From Thailand, 10 Thai artists are selected to join the festival includes Chumpon Apisuk, who is also a director of the festival, Paisan Plienbangchang, one of the a welknown performance artist of Asia. Tepsiri Sooksopa, a welknown artist and story teller, whose most recognize as a quick pastel artist. His performance work will surprise many Thai audience.
