Black Market in Asia

Asiatopia 4/2002 proposes the idea of exchange between European performance group “Black Market” and artists in Asia, includes artists from: China, Indonesia, Japan, Korea, Myanmar, Philippines, Singapore, Vietnam and Thailand. 

Black Market is the most influential performance art group in Europe. The group combines of artists of various disciplines, poets, writers, historians, musicians (sound artists), lecturer of philosophy as well as long time practitioners in international performance art community. 

A leader of the group, Boris Nieslony, who organizes performance conferences (PC) in many cities around the world. In 1997, the PC 5 cam to Bangkok, which allow more than 30 artists from all over the world to meet and exchange for 3 days, including artists from S.E. Asia and Thailand. 

Boris Nieslony, also teaches performance art in colleges in Switzerland and in Germany. He is regarded as one of the best teacher of performance today. 

Asiatopia, would like to ask Goethe Institute to support Boris Nieslony to come to Thailand in November, 2 weeks (November 10-24, 2002) before Asiatopia 4/2002. So he can give 3-4 days workshops in Bangkok University, Chulalongkorn University, Silpakorn Univarsity and Chiangmai University, with a possibility of Bangkok University is a co-host. These 3 Universities are our prime target this year to include young artists to participate in Asiatopia.

Activities:

1. Lecture with Slides “ Das Paradies”  by Boris Nieslony in Bangkok.  

The dream and reality, all have their own images and links. Boris bombarding 

audience with over 100 slides within 10-15 minutes by using multi-slides projector system of constructive images, he construct from small found objects in his studio for many years. The presentation is combine images and short description and phrases. So, it is a work of art in itself, as well as a lecture, which audience will understand about his concept and works.
