This year is 5th anniversary of Asiatopia, and we are very glad to bring to our audience in Bangkok and Chiangmai 30 leading performance artists from Poland, Belarus, France, Germany, Japan, China, Korea, Philippines, Indonesia, Vietnam, Myanmar, Singapore and Thailand. 

Importantly we have with us Jan Swidzinski, who invented ‘contextual art’ in the 70s, a pioneer generation of performance art in Poland. Tang Da Wu - Fukuoka Award winner 2000, a pioneer and teacher of performance art in Singapore where his influence spread throughout S.E. Asia. 

As usual, Asiatopia focuses on Performance Art practices in Asia and especially in S.E. Asia. So we are presenting artists from the region which share similar cultural and political development, facing dilemma of and current global political and economy situation. 

However, for Thailand, that art & culture gets its own political minister for the first time. We are welcome the office of contemporary art and culture, which lend support to our festival and pledge to continue to support us in the future. This development and cooperation is bringing new age to Thailand’s art community, that artistic creation will be recognized and accepted a part of the national development.
