Iwan Wijono, a cultural activist, performer, observer and writer about performance arts and socio-political situations in Indonesia 

Medio Cruz, from the Philippines who run an artistic-political symbolism called ‘New World Disorder’, which is traveling in Europe in October.

Thai artist: The former experimental sound group Bangladesh Group in the 70s’ two of the group members were co-founder of the infamous ‘ Caravan’.
