In case the Asian artists like to share the workshops:

I Think all in all we will be 10-12 artists

One block could be 4 artists

Two people could make a workshop of 1,5 hours together. 
4 artists three hours ..
There are a lot of interesting possibilities:

We could make little groups of two people. One from Asia and one from Austria 

Each artists should:

· give a little introduction about his work as a performer   (5-10 Minutes max)

· Make a performance or any other practice demonstration   (5-15 Min max.)
· After this there should be the chance of questioning and a discussion (max. 30 Min)  So far I remember…Students are in general very shy! So it might be useful to give a little help and question in the direction.
" What do the students associate with the performance, and further may be a little    

   "introduction from the artist about his own intension" 
· BREAK   some soft drinks and little beverages 
· next group or next artist
Its up to the University if we are able to make all artists in one day (Parallel in different classes or have a kind of large room.. and have one audience. so that also all artists are able to watch the works of the colleagues
