About Asiatopia: 

Asiatopia is an international performance art festival, organized annually by Concrete House, since 1998. However, the organization feels to organize one time a year event is not enough to create interactive environment. But to expand the activity to the span of whole year time, will enable the program to reach to more wider audience and also create better environment for artistic exchange.  Asiatopia Art Action also aims to conduct researches, gathering data and publish about the development of performance art and related activities in the region.

For local audience the idea of Art Action is being planned to give lives to arts and literature community, as well as with community of social/political activism in Thailand. It will hold discussion, informal lectures, workshops, training, about performance art, media and music. 

Local as well as regional artists are encourage to help organize event they prefer. The regional community engaged policy, will keep the dynamic of regional artists network. Objectives

1. To encourage interactive environment in art and cultural activism.

1. Organizing an all year round of series artists lectures, performances, workshops at the Concrete House and other appropriate sites.

2. Provide short term residency (not longer than 2 months) for artists to study and work at Concrete House.

3. Conduct and publish research and data gathering of practice and writing related to performance art in Asia.
