Asiatopia conception owed to many initiatives from international performance community, and one important event which ignited the idea of a performance art festival in Thailand, is NIPAF (Nippon International Performance Art Festival). Seiji Shimoda the founder and director of NIPAF, who is also one of the most respected performance artists in Asia, deserve the credit of his regional inspiration. I was invited to NIPAF in 1996, which change my life.
Three years later, after several workshops and local event at Concrete House to build up performance art practitioner community, in Thailand. In 1998, was the time for the First Asiatopia Performance Art Festival in Thailand. The festival aims to create performance platform for artists in Asia, especially SE Asia. And since 2000 Asiatopia become international performance art festival.
Up to 2006, we have invited more than 250 artists from Europe and Asia. The present of artists from Japan has been tremendous, in numbers as well as quality. The exchange between Asiatopia and NIPAF is a continuing one, most Japanese artists I invited, I’ve met them in NIPAF. Many Thai performance artists also invited to perform in Japan by NIPAF. 
And later in 2002, in Nagano prefecture, emerged an art organization Art_Plus runs by Kaori Haba, whom I also met at NIPAF. Art_Plus organized a rather small international artists exchange and has always in the small community atmosphere. Since 2002, there are 5 Thai artists invited to perform in the festival organized by Art_Plus. 
I also would like to take this opportunity to mention a few names of Japanese artists who I met for the first time in 1985. They have given me inspiration and value in spirit of international friendship namely: Tashima Seizo and Tetsuhiko Washimi.
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
