	Summary of the Project:
The festival was held during the 8-11 November 2007, in Chiangmai University Art Center, and in front of the Three Kings Monument, and in cooperation with Fine Arts Faculty, Chiangmai University, The Chiangmai Municipal Cultural Museum, The Center to Promote Lanna Arts and Culture.
There were 21 Artists from 8 countries participated, and 15 students volunteers from Technological College and Chiangmai University’s Fine Arts Faculty and Media Study.
During the 2 days performances at Chiangmai University Art Center, there were all together about 200 viewers, and on the last day at the city museum’s front ground, larger members of public circle around each action took place. The city of Chiangmai helped announce the event via it’s public speakers throughout the area, where street  fair market took place near by.
The festival was considered success and well accepted by the public and artists community in Chiangmai, and especially to allow us to see and accommodate one of the best performer from Japan. And I would like to use this opportunity to share with you our event report.

Staff Assessment:


Over all the festival went well, sites for performance was good, and well selected, we should do it again the same site, before we try someplace new, or may be with one more new site, with new atmosphere.


Organizational:
There were problem when we do not have office center for artists to come in and talk to, because some artists re-adjusted there work or change materials and sequence, there was no time for them to discuss with us, or leave a note.

Or we may set up table at the site early, for artists to come and check their stuff. Would be nice if we have budget to rent another room in the hotel as an office. 


Volunteers:
We do not have time to train volunteers, if volunteers know about the nature of performance art before, they can move faster, and response better. We cannot expect volunteers to learn during the time they work. It is pity that many did not attend the seminar, because they must go to classes or do school works. But some volunteers from last year has tried performance himself.


We should organize performance event, to seek local artists and to be a training platform for volunteers.


Audience:
We have better publicity this year, expecially in Chiangmai’s Cities Magazine, which is very popular among foreigners here. There is one article in Chiangmai News newspaper, and also in The Nation. People knows from these information, plus from words of mouth. We should do telephone message campaign next time, and mailing info. But we have very enthusiastic audience, most of them comes to see everyday.


Sponsor:
Many people knows about the festival from our fund raising night, two months before, I think it is good PR and we should do every year.




We can keep relationship with Siam Winery, to get more support from them. 




It is fortunate that we have support from Japan Foundation, so we can have artist like Sasiko comes. This we can do again with other countries.




For next year, we must plan to do it now, to search for local sponsors. It is good for tourism, and for the art and culture of the city. The city council should e approached to support art activities.

We have raised our own funding from holding fund raising in September and gained Baht 10,000. Other local sponsors such as Siam Winery gave Baht 10,000. Reception sponsored in kind by Center to Promote Lanna Arts and Culture. Chiangmai University’s Faculty of Fine Arts sponsored in kind by allowing us to use the art center for conference and performance without charge. We expecting more support from Ministry of Culture’s Office of Contemporary Art and Culture for an unknown amount (normally give Baht 100,000). The rest of the expenses will be shared among organizing committee members. However, we’re able to safe some expense items because of kind services and help by volunteers and community friends, such as lighting and sound system was given free of charge.

Because of the organization did not received sufficient funding, many expenses item were dropped and depending on kind of friends in art and entertainment community. All participants were booked into a cheaper accommodation. All international artists were able to raise their own funding for travelling fee, however, 3 artists arrive in Bangkok and we bought domestic ticket Bangkok-Chiangmai-Bangkok for them. 

However, the funding from Japan Foundation spending to support Ms Sakiko Yamaoka to participate at the festival at the total of Baht 40,000 as above.
