6. Project Description:

Asiatopia International Performance Art Festival aims to study and promote the development of performance art in Asia and to create linkages with performance artist networks and festivals around the world. Since its inception in 1998, this Thailand-based festival has brought together over 200 international performance artists to explore, express and share ideas.

Asiatopia has become a platform as well as meeting place among regional artists, especially performance artists. Through the SE Asia Performance Art Symposium, which is part of the festival, has recorded the present development of performance art movement in the region and it has learnt the history and how the art form developed in S.E Asia region. These learning and exchange has been done in the form of artists talk, lectures to the public as well as in art schools, and practical workshops.
Asiatopia has been in good relationship with Chiangmai University’s Faculty of Fine Arts and it’s Art Center, since we started. Since last year (2006), we’d succeeded in cooperation with the city administration council. These relationship allow the organization to reach to wide range of young people from different art background and orientation. Both institutions of the city of Chiangmai has already agreed to cooperate with the on going festival - Asiatopia. This year (2007) Chiangmai Art & Culture Museum allow us to use the museum space for our festival.
