International Performance art  Festival ,asiatopia 11
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Almost 100 world artists from 32 countries will celebrate the 10th anniversary of Asiatopia international performance art festival in "Asiatopia 11/2009" in Bangkok from November 13 to 15 at the Bangkok Art and Culture Centre. Founded in Bangkok in 1998 by a group of local artists, the festival grew into an important performance platform in Asia. This year will feature 15 international artists from eight countries including Germany, Austria, Hong Kong, Singapore, Burma and Thailand.
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Mathias Jackisch, from Dresden, comes with his recent sound work, previously performed in many European countries. Eva Ursprung and Doris Jauk-Hinz, a female duo from Graz, Austria, deal with the idea of flag as a physical and spiritual notion of identification.

Other artists include Indian-born Varsha Nair; Yuenjie Maru, leading performance artist from Hong Kong; Kai Lam from the Artists Village in Singapore; Jeremy Hiah who runs a non-profit art gallery in Singapore; and Burmese artist Zoncy Phyu of the avant-garde community in Yangon. From Thailand are Chumpon Apisuk, Nopawan Sirivejkul, Padungsak Kotchasumrong, Vichukorn Tangpaiboon, Chakkrit Chimnok and Wanachat Likitmanont.

The festival will move to Tepsiri Studio in Soi Wat Umong in Chiang Mai from November 20 to 22.
