Since Asiatopia 7/2005 organized SE Asia Performance Symposium, the idea of networking asia performances has become a focal point of activities around performances events in the region.

Since 2009, Korean Art Council has supported the work of PAN-Asia (Performance Art Network Asia) to launch nation wide exhibition and performance events which includes artists from the region as well as other part of the world, to tour Korea and hold a final symposium on performance art in asia. However, one significant progress of PAN Asia, is that they are succeeded in bring back to lost history of performance art in Korea which developed in 1960s. Pioneers of performance art during the conceptual time, under the dictator regime of Park Chung Hee, when arts was carefully watch by the authority. By making conceptual performances, Korean pioneers those day could perform in public, and get away with policing authority as they were not sure if it was an art action.  This part of the history, has become important for young Korean performance artists, as they begin to recognize the political mandate in art practices in their history.

In 2010, Hong Kong Asia Art Archive in cooperation with Community Cultural Development Center (CCDC) organized a week long seminar on Asia Performance Art. Asiatopia has been the focal point of the network because of its role in creating Asian Networking strategies, besides a longest survival performance festival in SE Asia.
