We are very pleased to congratulate you the success of Jacques van Poppel at his performance work at Chiangmai University’s Media Art Department at the University Art Center on 27 November 2011. Besides the great time with his work, Jacques van Poppel had spent his time in exchange with young local artists and art students who are volunteers and help out at the festival. It is our tradition that the students who volunteers to help our festival will have special time with an international artist to learn and get advice to their art practices. He also had time to experiment sound & music workshop with local art jazz group. The exchanges was very inspired to local young practitioners, and pave ways for the younger generation to continue their close relationship with Asiatopia. Although these activities were not included in official program, but the result has inspired us that this kind of interacting process should be encouraged in the next festival.
However, due to the abruptly change of program, because of the flood, the total expense of your funding was lesser than we anticipated, and it is at THB 41,612 or Euro 1040.30 (at the current exchange rate 1 Euro = 40 Baht). Though the festival total expenses has exceeding our original budget, but with the support of our local friends, so our budget was exceeded only near THB 6,000 or Euro 150 only.
