Objectives:

1. to strengthen network among performance art festivals in ASEAN countries

2. to consult on how to improve Asiatopia organization and curatorship

3. to create situation for artists/organizers to explore together possibilities to cooperate with local art groups

Budget: estimated Baht 120,000 – (or US$ 4,000-)

Concept

This exchange is a meeting of artists/organizer of performance art festival in ASEAN countries,

to network and learn from each other.  It is an open situation which allow freedom for each participants to share and exchange without pre-perception.  Though the meeting may not focus on new development of ASEAN cooperation, but It is also important to discuss about the impact and possibility for future art and culture cooperation.

The workshop will be video documented throughout and will be edited and screen at Asiatopia 14/2012.


It is a gathering of 8 performance artists/organizer from the region for 5 days, live together, eat 
together, spending time together, visit places together, etc.


The exchange will take place in Concrete House retreat and residency center, located at Baan 
Namkrog  Village in Nan province /*, northern Thailand. The village is situated on an island (but 
road connected to mainland villages) in the Nan River, 11 km south of Nan city. 


The host will create an opportunity for a group to explore and interact with villagers lives, meet 
cultural workers in the province as well as to meet master of traditional performer and local artist 
who organize local art festival, and local artists community. As well as exploring historical and 
cultural heritage of Nan people.

/* Nan Province is a small old town with rich cultural history related to Luang Prabang of Laos PDR.  It is one of the most remote province in northern Thailand, border with Xaiyaburi Province of Laos PDR, and was once a stronghold of the Communist Party of Thailand. Nan known for having it's own music, and art style, such as mural painting at Wat Phumin and Nhongbua temple. It has an ancient salt trade which is still active until today. It is the only city of Lan Xang cultural region in northern Thailand, while other cities in northern region belongs to Lanna cultural region.
