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Originally from Dublin and based in Belfast since 1995, Sin.ad graduated from the University of Ulster in
1999 and received a fellowship from AHRB to take a Masters programme at Dartington College of Arts
from 2003-04 where she graduated with distinction. She studied sculpture in Ulster, textiles in Dublin and
visual performance and time-based practices in England. Her work has been presented in Asia, Canada,
Europe, Eastern Europe, Middle East, South East Asia and South America and supported by Arts Coun-
cil Northern Ireland, Socrates Erasmus, the Arts & Humanities Research Council and the British Council.
