Chiangmai University Art Center,  Asiatopia Chiangmai and Hoso Network, are pleased to invite you to participate in 14th Asiatopia Performance Art  Festival in Chiangmai  city between 29 Nov- 3 Dec 2012.  The event in Chiangmai is part of the 14th Asiatopia International Performance Art Festival, organized annually in Thailand since 1998. 

The festival is co-organized by Bangkok Art & Cultural Centre (BACC) of the Bangkok Metropolitan Administration (BMA) and Concrete House, EMPOWER Foundation, aims to promote performance art in Thailand, as well as cross culture exchange. Asiatopia this year is to be held in 4 cities, 5-11 Nov is in Nan city – SE Asian artists meeting, 14-18 Nov in Bangkok at Bangkok Art & Culture Centre (BACC), 21-25 Nov in Nakonratchasima (Korat) city, and 29 Nov – 3 Dec in Chiangmai City.

The program in Nan province is specially organized for SE Asian artists to explore new ideas and possibility to incorporate community experiences into international artists exchange setting. The artists will meet with local conservationists, cultural activists, local artists and traditional wise persons who hold onto long traditional wisdoms and creativities. 

In Bangkok the festival will be held at the Bangkok Art & Culture Centre (BACC), the first and only contemporary art centre of Bangkok city. The BACC is an independent - not for profit art center, supported by Bangkok Metropolitan Administration. 

Nakonratchasima or Korat is a city in the northeast, where local “Korat Contemporary Artists Group” organize themselves to work on international art festival for the first time. Chiangmai University Art Center has been Asiatopia venue since 2001, and has been able to host many international events.

However, as a non-profit organizations with limited resources, we are only can provide you with accommodations, and meals while you’re taking part at the festival. I am hoping you can find supporting funds for your travel, and personal expenses from your home country.
