Bangkok Art & Cultural Centre (BACC) of the Bangkok Metropolitan Administration (BMA) and Concrete House, EMPOWER Foundation, are pleased to invite you to participate in 14th Asiatopia Performance Art  Festival between 5 –25 November 2012. The festival will be held in two cities, 14-18 Nov in Bangkok at Bangkok Art & Culture Centre (BACC), 21-25 Nov in Nakornrachasima (Korat) Province in the northeastern region. 
Prior to the festival in Bangkok, artists from 6 S.E Asia countries will meet in Nan province in an Asian artists exchange program. The program is in exchange with local art and cultural active network, as to share and seeking future exchange in this ancient city of northern region. We are hoping by this initiative, we will be able to create another platform for international artists in the future.
Korat  city is the gate to northeastern region and the largest province in Thailand. The city contemporary art developed during the time of Vietnam war, when Korat was a major airforce base of the US military force. Since 1960s and early 70s Korat has been influence by American pop/rock music, and also the beginning of anti-war movement in Thailand started here, with involvement of artists and writers of this region. Last year Asiatopia 13 was introduced for the first time in this city, and has helped open up contemporary art scene. Now Korat artists organize themselves and working in cooperation with Asiatopia.
The BACC is officially opened in July 2008, and is the first contemporary art centre of Bangkok. The BACC is independent - not for profit art center, solely supported by Bangkok Metropolitan Administration. Concrete House is an artists run organization, aims to promote performance art in Thailand, as well as cross culture exchange. The organization was founded in 1990, as an alternative art space in the suburban town outside Bangkok.

However, as a non-profit organization with limited resources, we can only provide you with accommodations, small artist fee, and meals while you’re taking part at the festival. I am hoping you can find supporting funds for your travel, and personal expenses from your home country.
