Bangkok Art & Cultural Centre (BACC) of the Bangkok Metropolitan Administration (BMA) and Concrete House, EMPOWER Foundation, are pleased to invite you to participate in 16th Asiatopia International Performance Art  Festival between 18 October – 9 November 2013. The movement is able to use art and culture as well as adapted old wisdoms and believes to today marketing era, promoting ecological friendly agriculture and tourism, for instance.

The BACC is officially opened in July 2008, is an independent - not for profit art center, solely supported by Bangkok Metropolitan Administration. Concrete House, founded in 1990, is an artists run organization, aims to promote performance art in Thailand, as well as cross culture exchange. 

However, as an artists run organization with limited resources, we provide you with accommodations and meals while you’re taking part at the festival. We wish to offer a small artist fee however this is pending a result from the grant application made to Ministry of Culture and other cultural agencies. I am hoping you can find supporting funds for your travel, and personal expenses from your home country.
