US$ 590,000

1. Concrete House Live Art Center; public live space, film, small theatre, workshops and live art resource center and website. (US$ 100,000)
2. East meet West; a short term workshop for artists from SE Asia to meet with Artists from Europe and America, to discuss, experiment together on each time thematic and site approach. Documentary in form of books, sound record, DVD, CD-Rom, can be selected as appropriate to each workshop. The documentary will be disseminate to various art institutions, and artists networks, also available on website. (US $ 50,000 X 5 = 250,000)
3. LIVE ART Asia research grant; for artists in SE Asia to use in research in the area of their work. (US$ 1,000 X 10 X 5 = 50,000)
4. Asiatopia Performance Art Festival; core cost support for 2 staff, Curatorial cost, documentary production, writers, equipments maintain and upgrade, annual over head, seminars speakers and research, ETC. The cost of operating festival each year will seek from local support and private sponsors. (US$ 140,000)
5. Performance Workshops (2 months); teachers fee, materials and technical support. (US$ 50,000)
Objectives

1. To provide public a people’s art and cultural center, where art, social and political mixed, live interaction as well as a learning center.

2. To archiving and publishing about today artists’ and cultural workers’ thought and view points.

3. To open opportunity for local and regional artists and cultural workers to do deeper research in order to develop their own works and a chance to meet in exchange with artists from different culture and background.

4. To be a study center for performance art, as a media as well as an experience.

5. To continue an on going Asiatopia as a live & interactive art festival, promoting performance art in Thailand. 
For public, art festival is an eyes opening event, for artists art festival is a continuing study. In Thailand much of the entertainment mistaken as an art, though art can be entertaining, but there are the side of seriousness and humanity which seems to be neglecting.
