Materials:

artists bring his own materials




Toy cars




Small plastic soldiers




Flash light




A white rope




Plastic swards




Soap bubbles

Space:

floor area need 4-5 metre for video projection from/to wall

3.5 metre floor wide for performance space infront of projection screened wall.

Lights:


White bright front light, but allow the wall to be dark to see 



screening images.




Synopsis:
This performance is a self examination about how the artist has been raised as a man.

Element of story telling about artists own impressions of the way he brought up as a boy – man, using distorted images of live video screeening juxtaposition with a semi-true and imaginery of violence iconic like flashing red light, sound created from the live broadcast actions, inside a box on the desk where camera is focusing on.



The violence then change to human contact between performer 


and audience, by talking, exchanging objects, make faces. –



calm, fun, and friendly (allow improvisation)




At some point the performer will establish a kind of racing game 


with audience. Increasing action while interaction is continued.




At the end, the performer will turn himself into a kind of soldier 


play, in order to show discipline action and simultaneously child 


play in between.
